Question: What was the one good rule God gave Adam and Eve 
for living in the garden?  How did Adam and Eve sin?  What does 
sin mean?  What is a covenant? 

Takeaway:  Adam and Eve disobeyed God’s good rule.  A 
covenant is an agreement with promises. 

Question:  What happened to Adam and Eve as a result of their 
sin?  How did Adam and Eve’s sin affect you and me?  

Takeaway:  Adam and Eve’s sin separated them, and us, from 
God. Everyone who came after Adam and Eve has sinned, 
including us. 

Question:  What can you do when you sin?  How can you and I 
have a close friendship with God? 

Takeaway:  Jesus is the Way, the Truth and the Life and no one 
comes to the Father but through Him. 

New Testament Connection:  Who is the new and better Adam?  
(Romans 5:12, 5:17-19, and 2 Cor. 5:21) 

Takeaway: Jesus, the new and better Adam, perfectly kept the law, 
died for our sin and rose again so we can receive forgiveness and 
life.  
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
