Recap Questions

Questions: When Jesus died, what happened to the curtain in the 

temple? If the curtain kept people from the Holy Place where God 

met with the high priest, what do you think it means that the curtain 

was torn when Jesus died?

Questions When the women told the disciples that Jesus was alive, 

did they believe them? What convinced them? 

Take Away: The disciples didn’t believe that Jesus was alive until 

they saw him with their own eyes. 

Questions: Did Jesus only appear to a couple of people? Why did 

he appear to so many? Why was it important that so many people 

actually saw Jesus with their own eyes after he rose again? 

Take Away: Jesus appeared to hundreds of disciples after his death 

so they could be his witnesses to all nations.
